	Project Description: Rachamin 5, LLC proposes a 499,714-sq. ft. warehouse/distribution center on a 30.52-acre vacant site in Hesperia, San Bernardino County (APNs: 0405-072-52, 53, 55). The Project includes office space, loading docks, parking, stormwater, and landscaping. Approvals include a Specific Plan Amendment, Conditional Use Permit, and Development Code Amendment to designate a truck route designation.  Development would alter vegetation, including Western Joshua trees, and increase truck traffic, affecting transportation and Greenhouse Gas Emissions. 
	Project's Effects: The Project may result in potentially significant impacts to GHG emissions and transportation which will be analyzed in the EIR. Impacts to biological, cultural, geological, and tribal resources were reduced to less than significant with mitigation incorporated. Mitigation measures include contributing to a new turn lane (TRANS‑1), obtaining a CDFW Incidental Take Permit and implementing a Desert Native Plant Protection and Relocation Plan for Western Joshua trees (BIO‑1, BIO‑2), conducting pre-construction surveys and relocation for burrowing owls and nesting birds (BIO‑3‑BIO‑5), following archaeological monitoring and treatment plans (CUL‑1‑CUL‑3), implementing geotechnical and paleontological monitoring (GEO‑1, GEO‑2), and coordinating with the Yuhaaviatam of San Manuel Nation for tribal cultural resources (TCR‑1, TCR‑2).
